Highlights 
 
BASSARI RECEIVES RESULTS OF GEOPHYSICAL SURVEY  
 
Bassari Resources is pleased to report that GEOTER SAS (ÒGEOTERÓ), an independent 
international consultancy group, specialising in geology, seismology, geotechnics, GIS 
and databases has completed an interpretation of a geophysical survey of eastern Senegal. 
The GEOTER interpretation has identified 24 target areas within the Bassari permits.   
 
GEOTERÕs interpretation is consistent with previous exploration data, including that 
undertaken by Bassari, showing gold mineralisation concentrated in areas that have NNE-
SSW shear sets with ENE-WSW cross-cutting faults.  The target areas identified by 
GEOTER are distributed throughout the Bassari permits. Permit locations of the targets 
are as follows:   
 
¥ Bounsankoba -  6 targets (70% JV interest);  
¥ Sambarabougou - 11 targets (70% JV interest); and 
¥ Moura - 7 targets (70% JV interest). 
 
Geophysical Interpretation 
 
GEOTER were commissioned to carry out a geophysical interpretation of airborne 
magnetic and spectrometric data produced by Fugro Airborne Surveys in 2007.  The 
objective of the review was to identify targets for input into BassariÕs exploration 
programs in BassariÕs Moura (70% JV interest), Sambarabougou (70% JV interest) and 
Bounsankoba (70% JV interest) permit areas.    
 
The report subdivides the permit areas into four lithological units:  
 

• Mako Supergroup in the west;  
• DialŽ metasediments in the central area;  
• Saraya granitic batholith in the east; and the 
• Dalema Supergroup.

It proposed a structural model consisting of NE-SW to NNE-SSW shears veering towards 
N-S in the northern part of our permit areas and NNW-SSE outside the Bassari areas to 
the north and northwest.   There is also a dominant ENE-WSW faulting with some 
faulting SE-NW and ESE-WNW.  NNW-SSE faulting is present in the south western part 
of the permit areas.  
 
The lithological and structural interpretation was carried out using geological maps for 
guidance. Geochemistry sampling already completed by Bassari has highlighted strong 
correlation of the presence of gold with the dominant NNE-SSW shear sets.  
Mineralization appears to be concentrated around the intersection of these shears with 
ENE-WSW cross-cutting faults.  
 
 
Regional Project Area Information 
 
The regional project areas are located within the Kedougou-Kenieba Birimian Inlier, 
which hosts a series of world class gold deposits in Mali such as Sadiola Hill and Loulo 
and the Sabodola deposit in Senegal.  The inlier is divided into three main stratigraphic 
units.  The western-most one is called the Mako Supergroup and hosts the Sabodala 
deposit within a north-trending zone of intense shearing and silification associated with 
gold and minor sulphide mineralization.  The Dalema Supergroup and the DialŽ 
Supergroup make up the remaining stratigraphic units.   
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
